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This Zuni olla collected during the 
Wheeler Survey (1869-1879) sold at 
auction for $12,650 (size: height 8.25” 
x diameter 12” ).  The olla was usually 
used to store water on a patio and was 
wrapped in burlap to keep the water 
cool.
